RLE Engines

Repairs can be conducted on any site worldwide, or in our factory, with a small tool. Simply swap out the singular modular RLEB
LED insert, and replace it with another, along with a new optic, which are both supplied by us. The warranty provided with

the product with vary based on who is performing RLE repairs. There are three types of RLE engine, categorised based on

the size of the product. RLE1 is the smallest, with RLE3 being the largest.
